STUDENT BUS PASSES

From Term 1 2016, School Bus Passes will be replaced by School Opal Cards. Transport NSW will be issuing School Opal
Cards to students eligible for travel under the School Student Transport Scheme, via a new online application process.
Parents and guardians will need to apply online if the student:

e s just starting school and has not had a travel pass before

e Isin atransition year (ie: year 2 to 3 or year 6 to 7)

e Is changing schools, including moving to high school

e Or, if the students personal details have changed Eg: change of address

If you have already applied for a travel pass for 2016 (This will be students in Year 2 going into Year 3), you DO NOT
have to do anything.

STUDENTS ARRIVING BEFORE 8:30am

There have been a number of students who are regularly arriving at school before 8:30am. Parents need to be
aware that there is NO teacher supervision until 8:30am, and therefore, no staff are available to ensure your child is
safe within the playground.
