VOLUNTARY SCHOOL CONTRIBUTIONS

Envelopes are then handed by your child to their teacher in class and sent to the Office for receipting. Receipts are 

sent back to the class for distribution by the classroom teacher each day. Alternatively, envelopes can be handed in 

to the front office for receipting. EFTPOS is still available in the office between 9am and 3pm. Card payments are 

now only available online or in person at the school office.
